This refle c ti o n   i s fu r th e r   enhanced by its contrast with the pupil - the darkest element in the eye. 2.  T h e   i ris contains a variety of tones and flecks which radiate to the centr e   o f  th e p u p i l .   I t is usually darker around its outside edge and lightens towards its   c e n tr e c r e a ti n g a translucent effect.
